BOOK REVIEW.

Herman Wirth: Der neue Extermsteine-Fiihrer. Volkstum-Verlag, Wien IV 1969.

Pp. 134. Price D.M. 12,80 (sea foregoing Northlander)

This magnificently illustrated booklet is not a guide (Flihrer) in the ordinary sense
of the word. It summerizes the contents of a work of two volumes:, which will appear
before long, to conclude the life-work of the wellknown professor Herman Wirth in
Marburg an der Lahn. Although the author is now 84 years old, he is still active,
in spite of a life of continnous labour, which was rich in adversities and trouble.

Prof. Wirth collected and studied a great number of symbols and figures, detected

on the megalithic monuments of western Europe, North Africa, Transjordan, Syria and
other parts of the world and, by comparing them mutually and with the rock-engravings
of Bohus-I&n (in Southern Sweden) and marks on objects of a later date, succeeded in
determining their religious meaning. By doing so he was able to reconstruct - at least
partially - the religion of the megalith- people of neolithic times (4000-2000 B.C.)
and became at the same time the founder of a new branch of science: the study of
primitive European religion, based mainly on the interpretation of ancient symbols and

rock=-engravings.
In this book he proves in a convincing manner that the Megalifh—people, who bequeathed

to us thousands of chambered-tombs and other monuments (menhirs, cromlechs etc.) _
in all the regions named above, adored a fathergod of heaven and a mother-goddess of eart
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whose son was revered as a bringer of luck and welfare (Heilbringer). This

"Son of Heaven and Earth" returned every year in mid-winter to the underworld, where
he died, to be reborn out of the womb of his mother, symbolising by the course of
his life the succession of the three seasons: spring, summer and winter. The day

of his resurrection - the autumal equinox- was the main religious feast of the year,
the end of which was symbolized by a cross. .

As a cosmic myth, this ancient religion had developed out of the worship of a
mother-goddess by the palaeclithic hunters of the Aurignacien and Magdalénien
(40.000-13.000 B.C.), while some of its symbols were found in the grotto of Mas
d'Azil (Eastern Pyrenees), dating from mesolithic times (13.000 - 4.000 B.C.).

And in the same manner as its forerunner, which had spread eastward as far as

Siberia, the Megalith-religion expanded southeastward to reach Arabia and Mesopotamia,
where some of its symbols are found resp. in the remains of the Sabaean culture of
the Yemen and in the ancient script of Susa. ‘ :

The main sanctuary of this ancient world-religion were - as Prof. Wirth presumes
~-theExternsteine, arockformation of a wonderful configuration in
Westphalia, in the envivonment of the Teutcburger Wald. These imposing rocks,

the name of which should be a corruption of e c c e s t a n, i.e. "Mother-

stone", contains two ancient caves, while its walls show a number of symbols and
drawings.

Although much of it was destroyed during the christianisation, prof.Wirth contrived
+to make most of them anew visible by the use of ultra~violet and infra-red films.
On ground of this thorough investigation the sees in the Externsteine the main
centre of this ancient religion, where three priestesses, called "mothers",
officiated (p.87).Prof. Wirth speaks in this comnexion (p.113) of a "religious
matriarchate', without expressing an cpinion on the question, whether also a social
matriarchate existed.

In spite of my admiration for the originality of this work and the ingenuity

of its argumentation, its seems to me unproved, that this "Megalithic- religion"
was a 1 s o - as the author suggests - the primitive religion of the Indogermans.
When they appeared in history, all the Indogermanic peoples adored gods, who
were mainly masculine and the author himself admits (pp. 10 and 134) that the
Battle - axe - people, who corquered the Eccestan about 2000 B.C., murdered its
seeress. How this may be, it is sure that the works of Prof. Wirth will be indis-
pensable for all, who wish to study the religion of our forbears.
